PROJECT PRESENTATION GUIDELINES

PROJECT PRESENTATION:

Each student must create a PowerPoint presentation that will be presented to the class on the final week of March and first week of April. The presentation must be 10 minutes long and must contain at least 10 slides.  The student must print out the slides and turn it in to the TA at the beginning of class. When printing out the presentation please choose: Print range: all → Print what: handouts → Slides per page: 3. If you do not turn in the handout you will not be allowed to give the presentation and you will receive a ZERO for the assignment. There will be a five minute question session at the end of your presentation during which the class and TA will ask questions or make comments about your presentation. You will be graded on this assignment as follows: 

· Slides (30%): how effectively the slides present the content

· Oral delivery (10%): how well the student communicates ideas (i.e. smooth transitions between slides.  Well-practiced)
· Content (50%): how scientifically sound the study is; how knowledgeable the student is about the content

· Questions/ comments (10%): your participation during the questions/ comments session 

Presentation Outline

Title slide (1 slide): Present the topic title and your name.

Introduction (2-3):  Provide background information on the topic you investigated and explain why this topic is worth investigating. You must provide evidence of research using at least 3 sources (books – (1) required; primary literature – (1) required; websites – NOT acceptable except for images).

Body (2-3): Explain the ecological significance of this topic and its importance as a feature of the Everglades.  This should include one or more topics discussed during this semester (predation, competition, diversity, metabolism, etc)

Statistical Data (2-3 slides):  Report statistical data that researchers have found pertaining to the ecological significance of your topic (be sure to cite the literature). This can include quantification of herbivory or predation, changes in the range of a plant or animal species, the effect of changing water levels, etc.
Conclusion (1 slide):  Describe your conclusions pertaining to the ecological importance of your topic to the Everglades ecosystem.
References (1 slide):  Provide a list of all references used for this presentation.
